Text: Luke 22:39
Title: Are You Wont? (W-O-N-T)
Introduction:  Every now and then you come across something in the Scriptures that you’ve seen many times but have never really caught. I love those things. They are the things that grab your attention and dig a little bit.

You gnaw on them like you would a good piece of meat to get out every juicy bit that you can.
I found one of those just the other day in my Bible reading. As I began to study it out I found that it is used four times in the New Testament and five in the Old. It is a seemingly insignificant word until you know the meaning.

Read text.
I.
He Was Wont to Pray
Jesus was wont to pray there.
There was a connection to Christ and this place. Perhaps it was the beauty, the solitude, the view of the city, the eastern gate, or the temple mount that drew Him but He loved it there.
It was here that Jesus called His disciples to pray for Him in His greatest hour of need.

It was here that an angel was sent to support Him as He prayed.

It was here that He sweat as it were great drops of blood.

It was here that He asked that the cup of suffering and rejection pass but accepted it gladly as God’s will and perfect plan.
It was here that Judas betrayed Him.
It was here that Peter cut off the ear of the High Priest’s servant.
It was here that he wont to pray.
II.
He Was Wont to Teach Them 
Mark 10:1
And he arose from thence, and cometh into the coasts of Judaea by the farther side of Jordan: and the people resort unto him again; and, as he was wont, he taught them again.
Can you imagine being able to sit at the feet of Jesus and hear Him speak?
Can you imagine hearing the words flow across His lips and being able to see His facial expressions as well as hear the intonation and diction of His voice?
We have within our hands today the very Word of God. They are the Words of Jesus Christ and I have a God given imagination that allows me to almost hear them.
The Book we hold in our hands is precious. It does not contain the Word of God; it is the Word of God. It is preserved by the very keeping of God and it is translated perfectly into our own language.

In this passage, in this teaching time of Jesus, several things take place:
1. The Pharisees question our Lord concerning divorce—Mark 10:1–12. 
2. Little children are brought to him—Mark 10:13–16.

3. A man inquired how he might inherit eternal life—Mark 10:17–22.

4. Jesus teaches on how difficult it is for a rich man to be saved—Mark10:23–27.

5. Jesus promises blessing for those who leave all for Christ and the Gospel—Mark 10:28–31.

6. Jesus foretells His death—Mark 10:32-34.

7. James and John desire places of pre-eminence in Christ’s kingdom—Mark 10:35–41.

8. Christ shows the necessity of humility—Mark 10:42–46.

9. Blind Bartimeus is healed—Mark 10:46–52.

All this because He wont to teach them.
III. Will We Wont As Well? 

Acts16:13-15
13 And on the sabbath we went out of the city by a river side, where prayer was wont to be made; and we sat down, and spake unto the women which resorted thither.
14 And a certain woman named Lydia, a seller of purple, of the city of Thyatira, which worshipped God, heard us: whose heart the Lord opened, that she attended unto the things which were spoken of Paul.
15 And when she was baptized, and her household, she besought us, saying, If ye have judged me to be faithful to the Lord, come into my house, and abide there. And she constrained us.
It is now the Apostles that were wont, and because they were wont another was wont as well.
The place of wont was established and devout Jews made their way there to pray, but on this day something was different. Lydia, a business woman who sold fine garments, worshiped God and came to that place where prayer was wont to be made. There she met the Apostle Paul and a band of believers who were wont to pray.
They began to speak to Lydia, and I love what Luke wrote of her:

1. She worshiped God.
2. She heard them (received them).

3. The Lord opened her heart.
4. She attended to the things Paul said.
5. She was baptized as well as her household.
6. She constrained the Apostles to let her care for them.
We need people who are wont to pray.
We need people who are wont to teach and preach.
We need people who are wont to be a witness.
We need people who are wont to live the Christian life.
The question is are you wont?
Have you figured out yet what wont means?

The word wont has two different meanings, but they are similar.
1. The Greek word used in the passage with Lydia is nomidzo. It means to do by law or custom.
The people were wont to pray to fulfill the law of Moses.
2. The other Greek word is etho. This is the word that was used when Jesus was wont to teach and pray.
The word etho means to do by habit or manner.
The people of Thyatira came because they had to, Jesus and the disciples wont because they wished to.
It was the habit, it was the desire, it was customary for Jesus to go to the garden to pray and teach.
It was a fulfillment of the law that brought Lydia, but she left with a desire.
Now let me ask you, are you wont:

1. To pray?
2. To teach?
3. To preach?
4. To witness?
5. To give?
6. To live the Christian life?
Conclusion: Are you wont by habit and custom, or because it’s just the way it’s always been done?
Wont is a little word, but it makes a big difference.
Now that you know what wont is, will you?
